• The oldest player to win on the LPGA Tour since Eun-Hee Ji won the 2022 T-Mobile Match Play 
presented by MGM Rewards at 36 years and 16 days of age 

• Becomes the 15th different player to win on Tour in 2025  
• Is the second European to win the Meijer LPGA Classic for Simply Give, following Leona Maguire (2023) 

• Is projected to move within the top 10 in the Race to the CME Globe standings
