DUO SHARE ONE-SHOT LEAD AFTER ROUND ONE AT THE ANNIKA DRIVEN BY GAINBRIDGE AT PELICAN AFTER SUSPENSION OF PLAY 
With just one event to go before the illustrious season-ending CME Group Tour Championship, plenty of athletes are trying to play their way into the top 60 this week at The 
ANNIKA driven by Gainbridge at Pelican and earn a chance to take home the historic $4 million first-place prize at Tiburon Golf Club. One of those players is 2023 Epson Tour 
graduate Jiwon Jeon, who came into this week at No. 98 in the Race to the CME Globe rankings. 
 
Needing a victory to have a chance to make it into the CME Group Tour Championship, Jeon put on a winning performance in her opening round. Starting on the back nine, she 
recorded two birdies over her first five holes and added another on No. 17 before the first of two blemishes came after she bogeyed No. 18. Making the turn at 2-under, Jeon 
came out firing on the front nine, erasing that mistake with a birdie on No. 1 before stepping up to the tee box on No. 3. With her 5-hybrid (22-degree) in hand, she stepped up 
to her tee shot and knocked her ball in the hole from 177 yards on the par 3 to record her third career ace on the LPGA Tour. 
 
“I'm using meters, so it was 169 or six meters, I believe,” Jeon said about her ace. “Wind was coming off the left, little into. I had exactly the same yardage the last hole for the 
second shot, so I was talking to Bruce (Lowe), my caddie, like, ‘Just hit the same shot?’ He was like, ‘Yeah.’ Then I hit it and then I saw the one bounce and went in the hole.  It 
was very cool to see the hole-in-one actually going into the hole.”  
 
Jeon became just the fourth player since 1991 to record three hole-in-ones in a single season and is the first player since Danielle Kang in 2014 to do so. Following her ace, Jeon 
added a bogey on No. 5 before recording back-to-back birdies on Nos. 6 and 7 to finish her round tied for the lead.  
 
Alongside her is two-time LPGA Tour winner Charley Hull, who tied the best 18-hole score of her career with her opening-round 64. Hull started her day on the back nine as well 
and started her round with a birdie on No. 10 followed by two more on Nos. 14 and 15. She added her lone bogey of the day on No. 17 but quickly regained her footing with a 
birdie on No. 18 before making the turn. She added another birdie to her total on No. 1, and Hull then bogey-free the rest of her round, adding her sixth and seventh birdies on 
Nos. 7 and 8 to hold the third lead or co-lead of her career and her second this season.  
 
“I felt like I played pretty solid,” Hull said. “Hit it pretty well and putted pretty well. I made a bit of a silly bogey on my 8th hole, but it was the 17th hole of the golf course 
because I started on the back nine. Just three-whacked it. Apart from that, I didn't really leave much out there. Just one birdie putt. I think it was on my fifth hole on the back 
nine.  But, apart from that, I played pretty well.” 
 
Two players on the bubble, also trying to play their way into the CME Group Tour Championship, are tied for third. Gemma Dryburgh (No. 78) fired off a first-round 65, her best 
opening round since she carded a 64 on day one of the 2024 Amundi Evian Championship. The Scot recorded seven birdies and two bogeys in her first round of action. Mi Hyang 
Lee (No. 59) is trying to keep her spot in next week’s season-ending tournament. Lee also recorded seven birdies and two bogeys on her way to her 65. Rolex Rankings No. 1 
Nelly Korda carded a 4-under 66 on day one at Pelican Golf Club, and defending champion Lilia Vu finished T35 at 1-under with six birdies and five bogeys. 
 
Due to darkness, first-round play was suspended at 5:48 p.m. ET at The ANNIKA driven by Gainbridge at Pelican. Round one will resume on Friday, November 15 at 7:30 a.m. ET, 
with round two slated to begin on time at 7 a.m. ET.

ABOUT THE LEADER 
Rolex Rankings No. 12 Charley Hull 

• Hull hit 11 of 14 fairways, 13 of 18 greens with 26 putts 
o She recorded seven birdies and a bogey in her opening round of play 
o Her seven birdies are tied for the most in the field so far, along with four other players 

• This is Hull’s second start at the ANNIKA driven by Gainbridge at Pelican 
o Last season, she finished T25 

• Her opening round 64 is her best start to a tournament in her career 
o Previously, her career-best first round score was a 65 achieved three times in her career with the last time coming at the 2022 FIR HILLS SERI PAK Championship 

• Her 64 also ties her lowest 18-hole score, first set at the 2017 TOTO Japan Classic 
o This is the first time she shot a round of 64 since her win at the 2022 Ascendant LPGA Benefiting Volunteers of America 
o Her 64 is her lowest 18-hole score since her final round of the 2024 Maybank Championship, 65 

• This is the fourth time Hull has led or co-led after the first round of play 
o This is the third time this season she has led or co-led after the first round 
o Before this season, she had not done so since the 2016 Pure Silk Bahamas LPGA Classic  

• This is her 16th start of the 2024 season on Tour 
o She has made 13 cuts with four top-10 finishes 
o Her best finish this season came at the Dow Championship (T5 with partner Georgia Hall) and solo-fifth at the ISPS HANDA Women’s Scottish Open 
o She appeared in her seventh Solheim Cup this past season surrendering the cup back to the Americans for the first time since 2017 
o She represented England for the second time in her career at the 2024 Paris Olympics earlier this season as well where she finished XXX

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• Hull joined the Tour in 2015 after finishing T28 at the 2014 LPGA Final Qualifying Tournament 
o She has made 151 cuts in 182 official starts with two wins and 35 additional top-10 finishes 
o Her last win came at the 2022 Ascendant LPGA benefiting Volunteers of America 
o She became a Rolex First-Time Winner at the 2016 CME Group Tour Championship 

• Hull is coming off her fourth win on the Ladies European Tour at the Aramco Team Series presented by PIF – Riyadh 
o She shot a final round 66 to win by three shots after trailing heading into Sunday 
o It is her first win overall since her win at The Ascendant LPGA benefiting Volunteers of America in 2022 
o It is her first LET win since the 2021 Aramco Team Series – New York 

• She joined the Ladies European Tour in 2013  
o She was named Rolex Rookie of the Year, Player of the Year and Order of Merit winner with 10 top-10 finishes  

 She joined Carlota Ciganda and Laura Davies as the only other players to win the Order of Merit in their first year on the LET 
o She earned her first win on the LET in 2014 at the Lalla Meryem Cup  

 
Rolex Rankings No. 258 Jiwon Jeon 

• Jeon hit 10 of 14 fairways and 11 of 18 greens during the first round  
o She made six birdies, two bogeys and an ace on Thursday  
o She needed just 23 putts on Thursday, the least among the field  

• Jeon recorded her third hole-in-one of the season on the par-3 No. 3 
o She hit her 5-hybrid (22-degree) 177 yards for the ace  
o This is her third ace of the 2024 season and her first since the third round of the Buick LPGA Shanghai 

 Her first came in the second round of the Portland Classic 
o She becomes the first player since Danielle Kang in 2014 to record three aces in a single-season 

 She is just the fourth player to join that list; Kang (2014), Charlotta Sorenstam (2002) and Tracy Kerdyk (1991) 
o CME Group donates $20,000 for each hole-in-one made on the LPGA Tour in 2024, with a minimum guaranteed donation of $500,000 to St. Jude Children's 

Research Hospital, which is leading the way in how the world understands, treats and defeats childhood cancer and life-threatening diseases 
 The donation total is now $580,000 

• This is Jeon’s first star in The ANNIKA driven by Gainbridge at Pelican  
• Jeon’s first-round 64 is her lowest round on the LPGA Tour by two strokes  

o Her previous best 18-hole score was a 66, shot at the 2024 Portland Classic  
• This is Jeon’s first-ever lead or co-lead on the LPGA Tour  
• This is her 23rd start of the 2024 LPGA Tour season 

o She earned her career-best result and first top-10 finish of her career this season, a T9 finish at the Portland Classic  
 This has been her most successful season on tour, with six of her best ten finishes coming in 2024 

o She made her first starts in major championships this year, earning a T24 result in the U.S. Women’s Open and a T41 finish in the KPMG Women’s PGA 
Championship 

• This is Jeon’s fourth season on the LPGA Tour  
o Jeon’s first joined the LPGA Tour in 2020, making seven starts that season 
o She also played on Tour in 2021, with nine starts, and made six starts in 2022 
o Jeon played partly on the Epson Tour in 2022 and was a full-time Epson Tour player in 2023 

 In 2023, Jeon made 17 cuts in 18 starts on the Epson Tour 
 She recorded three top 10 finishes in 2023, including two wins at the Inova Mission Inn Resort and Club Championship and French Lick Resort Charity 

Classic 
 She finished fourth in the 2023 Race for the Card standings to re-earn LPGA Membership for the 2024 season 

o Jeon first earned LPGA Tour Membership in 2020 by finishing T16 at Final Qualifying during the 2019 LPGA Q-Series 
• As an amateur, Jeon played collegiate golf at the University of Alabama after transferring from Daytona State College 

o She competed in the 2019 U.S. Women's Open as an amateur, finishing T62 
o She finished runner-up at the 2018 U.S. Women's Amateur to LPGA Tour player and UA teammate Kristen Gillman 
o Jeon was a two-time International Team member in the Arnold Palmer Cup 

RACE TO THE CME GLOBE UPDATE 
The Race to the CME Globe is a season-long points competition with LPGA Tour Members accumulating points in every official LPGA event to qualify for the season-ending 
tournament, the CME Group Tour Championship. The top 60 points earners and ties earn a spot into the season finale with the entire field competing for a $11 million purse and 
$4 million winner’s check, which is the largest single prize in the history of women’s golf. The ANNIKA driven by Gainbridge at Pelican is the last chance for players to earn their 
way into the final event of the LPGA Tour season, and those outside of the top-60 will be fighting to secure their spot.  
 
Top-60 Race to the CME Globe updates following the first round at Pelican Golf Club include: 

• Jiwon Jeon (-6, 64) is projected to move from 98th to 58th in her current position (T1)  
• Mi Hyang Lee (-5, 65) is projected to move from 59th to 43rd in her current position (T3)  
• Gemma Dryburgh (-5, 65) is projected to move from 78th to 64th in her current position (T3) 
• Carlota Ciganda (-4, 66) is projected to move from 63rd to 56th in her current position (T5)  
• Gaby Lopez (-1, 69) is projected to move from 61st to 63rd in her current position (T34) 
• Hinako Shibuno (E, 70) is projected to move from 62nd to 65th in her current position (T50) 
• Ashleigh Buhai (+2, 72) is projected to move from 65th to 68th in her current position (T91) 
• Leona Maguire (+2, 72) is projected to move from 57th to 60th in her current position (T91) 
• Stephanie Kyriacou (+3, 73) is projected to move from 60th to 62nd in her current position (T99) 
• Auston Kim (+4, 74) is projected to move from 64th to 66th in her current position (T109)

Additionally, those who finish in the top 100 in the Race to the CME Globe following The ANNIKA driven by Gainbridge at Pelican will secure their LPGA Tour status for the 2025 
season. Those finishing #101-150 will be exempt into LPGA Final Qualifying in December for a chance to better their 2025 status.

o Six players (two groups) are left to play with one group on 9 tee box and one on 18 tee box 

• Two players sit in a tie for second  
o Gemma Dryburgh recorded seven birdies and two bogeys in her opening round 

 Her opening round 65 is her best start to a tournament this season since the 2024 Amundi Evian Championship 
 This is her third start at this event and has a best finish of T13 in 2022 

o Mi Hyang Lee also recorded seven birdies and two bogeys  
 Her 65 is her best opening round of the season 
 It is also her lowest 18-hole score since her third round of the Ford Championship presented by KCC, 64 
 This is her fifth start at this event and has missed the cut her last two times out 

• Six players currently sit in a tie for fifth at -4 overall, including:

Nelly Korda (-4,66) on what she saw in her game today that she really liked 
“At the start of the round I hit a lot of really good shots.  I don't know what happened in the middle.  I don't know if it was just because I'm not used to walking and playing 
because this is my first -- this is the first time I've walked 18 since Cincinnati. So may be got a little tired or lost some concentration in the middle of the round.  But brought it 
back, talked to Jason maybe about what he was seeing.  It's kind of tough for him to see stuff from the angle he's standing on.  Just talked through and tried to dial in for the last 
couple holes to finish off under par.” 
 
Brittany Lincicome (E,70) on what the emotions were like out on the course today 
“I actually stayed pretty focused today.  Thinking tomorrow -- my dad already mentioned he wants to caddie one hole, maybe the last hole.  It's already killing me to think how 
that's going to be.  I'm going to be in tears.  Luckily it's only a par-3.  Maybe I can hit the tee shot and it'll be fine.” 
 
Gemma Dryburgh (-5,65) on if playing her way into the CME Group Tour Championship next week is a big motivation for her 
“Yeah, it is a huge motivation. Obviously, I can't control what the other girls do.  I can control what I do.  I will just focus on that the next few days.  I know I need a good finish to 
get into next week, but you never know.” 
 
Mi Hyang Lee (-5,65) on what the best part of her game was today 
“For sure was my iron distance control was pretty good.  Yeah, I mean greens are so tough and tricky, and so we have to be landing the right spot.  If not, just balls go 
everywhere. So trying to be landing at the -- when I just talk with my caddie, so I trying to.  Yeah, it was good, yeah.”
