Grass Types and Cutting Heights

Tees are TifGrand Bermuda, while fairways and rough feature Latitude 36 Bermuda. Tees are mown every morning to a height of 0.325”, and 
fairways are mown daily at 0.400”.

Greens are TifEagle Bermuda and are cut and rolled every morning to a height of 0.115”.

Approaches and collars consist of TifGrand Bermuda are mown every morning at .325".

Pelican Golf Club, formerly known as The Belleview Biltmore Golf Club, re-opened in March 2019 following its sale to the current ownership 
group. Originally designed by Donald Ross in 1925, the course underwent a major renovation led by The Beau Welling Group, which focused 
on re-establishing the stylistic elements characteristic of the Golden Age of golf course architecture. Pelican now features a 60,000-square-foot 
clubhouse, a golf shop and grille, luxury villas, and a state-of-the-art performance center.
