o The Tour saw 29 unique winners during the 2025 season, including 11 Rolex First-Time

The 2026 LPGA Tour schedule features 31 official events in 12 different countries and 13
different states in the U.S.
o Two new events — the Fortinet Founders Cup and Aramco Championship — are featured
in 2026
= The Fortinet Founders Cup marks the return of the LPGA to California’s Bay Area
where players will compete at the exclusive Sharon Heights Golf & Country Club
=  The Aramco Championship, co-sanctioned with the LET and Golf Saudi, will take
place at Shadow Creek Golf Course in Las Vegas, NV and features a $4 million
purse
o Players will compete for the largest prize fund in history at more than $132 million

game’s best players as they navigate some of the most strategically challenging holes

the number of official rounds she played during a season
o Louise Suggs Rolex Rookie of the Year: an award given to the first-year Member who
scores the most points based on finish position at Official Tournaments during a season
o Rolex Annika Major Award: an award given to the player who has the most outstanding
record in all five major championships during the LPGA Tour season
