Grass Types and Cutting Heights

Tees are TifEagle Bermiuda. Fairways and rough are zoysia . Tees are mowed each morning at 3 mm. Fairways are mowed 

each evening at 10 mm. The intermediate rough is maintained at 18 mm and the primary rough is maintained at 57 mm. 

The greens are Tif Eagle Bermudagrass and are being double cut and rolled each morning at a height of cut of 2.7 mm to 

maintain a speed of 11.5' - 12'.

Collars are Zoysia and are mowed at 6 mm each morning.
