o Became the first three-time winner of the JM Eagle LA Championship presented by Plastpro 
o Green has had nine consecutive rounds in the 60s at this tournament  
o Recorded five birdies on the back nine to force a three-way playoff

▪ Her second career victory via playoff and first since the 2023 JM Eagle LA Championship 
o Earned her second LPGA Tour win of 2026 

▪ Won at the HSBC Women’s World Championship in March  
▪ Has won twice on the LET this year (Women’s Australian Open, Australian WPGA 

Championship) 
o Made six birdies and two bogeys in her final round 

▪ Her 24 birdies for the week were tied for the most in the field 
o T2: Jin Hee Im and Sei Young Kim both made par on the first playoff hole  

o Im recorded five birdies, a double bogey, and an eagle during her final round  
▪ Hit 12/14 fairways, 12/18 greens in regulation and recorded only 25 putts  
▪ Recorded four consecutive rounds in the 60s  
▪ This was the second playoff of Im’s career 

• Won in her first playoff at the 2025 Dow Championship alongside partner Somi 
Lee  

▪ Tied for fourth across the field in fewest putts made through four rounds, with 111 
▪ Im was assessed a one-stroke pace of play penalty on hole No. 13 during her third round 

o Kim had three birdies, three bogeys, and an eagle during her final round  
▪ Hit 7/14 fairways, 15/18 greens in regulation, and had 30 putts  
▪ This was Kim’s sixth career playoff 

• She moves to 4-2 in career playoff record  
▪ This is the twelfth time Kim has finished in the top-5 after holding a 54-hole lead  

• Won nine previous times  
o Sponsor Invites Aphrodite Deng (a) and Asterisk Talley (a) both finished within the top-40 to earn a 

LEAP Point 
o Talley finished at 9-under-par on the tournament and T13 (6 LEAP Points total) 
o Deng finished at 4-under-par on the tournament and T38 (4 LEAP Points total)  

o Defending champion Ingrid Lindblad finished T36 
o JM Eagle CEO Walter Wang announced during the third round that the purse would increase by $1 

million to a total of $4.75 million  
o This will go into effect this year, with the winner earning $712,500

o 2026 – WIN, 2025 – T9, 2024 – WIN, 2023 – WIN, 2022 – 2, 2021 – T3, 2019 – T14, 2018 – CUT 

• Becomes the first player since Nelly Korda in 2024 at The ANNIKA driven by Gainbridge at Pelican to 
win the same event three times  

• Becomes the first Australian player with multiple season wins before the year's first major since Karrie 
Webb in 2014

Ina Yoon (4, -16) on her confidence to start the year 
“The season starts way nicer than last year, so I'm kind of hoping have one win in this year. But I'm doing 
great, so let's just not force to get win. Just do my process well, like improve every week, so one day I might be 
there.” 
 
Haeran Ryu (T5, -14) on her 6-under final round 
“Well, I don't know I'm making nine birdies today. So, yeah, today I just keep focus for my swing, because after 
two week ago in Vegas my shot is so bad.
